The U.S. EPA’s fifth Drinking Water Infrastructure Needs 
Survey and Assessment, the results of which were released this spring, 
show that $384 billion in improvements are needed for the nation’s drink-
ing water infrastructure through 2030 for systems to continue providing 
safe drinking water to 297 million Americans. 

The survey identified investments needed in 73,400 water systems across 
the country over the next 20 years for thousands of miles of pipe and thou-
sands of treatment plants, storage tanks and water distribution systems. 

In a press release announcing the findings, EPA Acting Administrator 
Bob Perciasepe said the survey shows that the nation’s water systems have 
entered a rehabilitation and replacement era in which much of the exist-
ing infrastructure has reached or is approaching the end of its useful life. 
“This is a major issue that must be 
addressed so that American fami-
lies continue to have the access 
they need to clean and healthy 
water sources,” he said. 

The assessment shows that $247.5 billion is needed to replace or refur-
bish aging or deteriorating distribution lines, and another $72.5 billion 
is needed in the area of treatment to construct, expand or rehabilitate 
infrastructure to reduce contamination. Storage needs account for 
another $39.5 billion, and $20.5 billion is required for the construction 
and rehabilitation of intake structures, wells and spring collectors. 

To say it’s a major investment would be a gross understatement, but it’s 
absolutely necessary. Water infrastructure is one of the most basic and 
sustaining foundational elements of our society, and while you’re well 
aware of it, far too many people in the general populace are oblivious to 
the consequences of failing to make this investment now. 

The economic impacts make the benefits of this investment even more 
obvious. The U.S. Department of Commerce Bureau of Economic Analy-
sis estimates that for every dollar spent on water infrastructure, about 
$2.62 is generated in the private economy.

Meanwhile, the price tag for repairs and improve-
ments that will eventually be unavoidable continues to grow as the infra-
structure degrades. 

So maybe a report, even one as ominous as the EPA’s new assessment, 
isn’t enough. Maybe it will take the substantial failure of whole communi-
ties’ water systems to get the attention that’s needed to break this cycle. 
But maybe making the stories of your own communities’ struggles known, 
clearly demonstrating how maintaining a system on a bare-bones budget 
is far more costly than proactive improvements, will eventually begin to 
have an impact, and it’s something each of you can do. 

There are steps you can take to begin building the support you need 
to make your systems stronger and more sustainable. Education and out-
reach can play a big role. They’ve been key to the success of the Orange 
County Stormwater Program, profiled in this month’s issue, and they can 
help you inform the public and get them on your side before your next 
big project proposal.

After surveying the terrain and revisiting the 
installation plan, project engineers identifi ed several 
places along the route where digging depths — 
often exceeding 45 feet (13.7 m) — necessary to 
achieve the minute grades required for the gravity-
fl ow sewer line to function properly, prohibited 
using the open cut method exclusively. So Beemer 
Construction tapped EJM Pipe Services, based in 
Lino Lakes, Minn., for assistance in devising an 
alternative for effi ciently installing the HDPE sewer 
line, ranging from 8-inch (20.3 cm) diameter on the 
upper end to 15-inch (38.1 cm) toward the lower 
side; all housed within 24-inch (61 cm) casing.

CHANGING COURSE WITH AXIS
The amended recommendation specifi ed a 
combination approach, incorporating the AXIS® 
guided boring system in addition to trenching. 

Developed by Vermeer, the AXIS system is a 
pit-launched trenchless installation method 
engineered to achieve pinpoint, on-grade accuracy 
while eliminating some of the diffi cult steps 
associated with other techniques. The guidance 
system features a laser that determines the line 
and grade of the bore and allows for precision 
throughout the process, even in the rock conditions 
encountered in Olathe.

PEAKS AND VALLEYS
The rolling terrain presented extraordinary 
challenges. Described by Lynn Miki, project foreman 
with EJM, as a sloping hillside with a signifi cant 
incline in elevation from launch to exit pits, the 
AXIS system was employed to tackle several pilot 
bores — up to 450 feet (137.2 m) in length — at 
grades ranging from 3.975 percent to just less than 
1 percent. One of the bores necessitated preparing 
a launch pit at a depth of 47 feet (14.3 m) to 
accommodate the upward incline of the bore 
en route to the exit pit positioned some 30 feet 
(9.1 m) deep. Considerable shoring at this depth 
was required to ensure the walls surrounding the 
pit were secured.

“Boring this deep and in these rock-laden 
conditions, you want to make sure you get it done 
right the fi rst time,” Miki says. “It’s not easy to move 
a 30-foot-deep (9.1 m) breakout hole over 10 feet 
(3 m) and retry. Having to go back after the fact is 
not only tricky, but expensive. The laser incorporated 

into the drill head of the AXIS system projects onto 
a screen that has a scope similar to a rifl e. Even 
the slightest veer up or down or right to left can be 
adjusted immediately.”

After pilot bores were completed, a separate crew 
followed behind, using an auger boring machine with 
disc cutter head to upsize the bore to the diameter 
necessary to accommodate the 24-inch (61 cm) 
HDPE housing. This procedure allowed the crew to 
jump ahead and keep the project moving forward.

“All the pilot bores were completed on target, on 
grade and on line,” Miki says. “There are always 
concerns when drilling through rock about noise 
and vibration; even causing cracks and damage 
to foundations. But noise is minimal with the 
AXIS system. The residents barely knew we 
were there and were elated 
to get hooked up to the city’s 
sewer without having to 
worry about septic pumping 
and maintenance hassles 
anymore.

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hen storm clouds 
loom over south-
eastern Michigan, 
Jim Nash pays 
close attention. 

That’s because Nash, the Oak-
land County Water Resources Com-
missioner (OCWRC), devotes much 
of his professional time to improv-
ing the management of stormwater 
in this region directly north of 
Detroit. His organization is engaged 
in several stormwater control efforts, 
including the $5.1 million Red Run 
Inter County Drain shoal removal 
and bank restoration project. 

Nash points out that the streams 
in his jurisdiction drain into Lake 
St. Clair and Lake Erie, and contrib-
ute to nonpoint source pollution of 
these Great Lakes bodies. “Lake Erie 

is green with algae in the summer,” 
he notes. “It looks like a golf course. 
It’s very disturbing.” 

In addition to controlling run-
off in Oakland County, Nash and 
his agency are actively promoting a 
collaborative regional approach to 
stormwater management in south-
east Michigan, and are planning a 
regional “stormwater summit” this 
fall (see sidebar).
 
Oakland County Water 
Resources Commissioner

Formed early in the 20th cen-
tury, and known previously as the 
Oakland County Drain Commission-
er’s office, the OCWRC today is 
responsible for water supply, waste-
water treatment and disposal, and 
drainage systems throughout a 900- 

square-mile area that is home to 1.3 
million people. Under authority 
granted by Michigan state law and 
the Oakland County Board of Com-
missioners, the OCWRC operates 
the wastewater treatment plants for 
the communities of Novi, Walled 
Lake and Commerce, monitors lake 
levels, operates community drinking- 
water wells, deals with soil erosion, 
and manages stormwater drainage 
systems. The Commissioner’s office 
employs more than 250 people and 
manages an annual operating bud-
get of approximately $250 million. 

Stormwater has been a trouble-
some issue for the county and all of 
southeast Michigan for decades. The 
four major watersheds drain to Lake 
St. Clair and to Lake Erie. It is esti-
mated that runoff from impervious 

surfaces throughout the area exceeds 
a trillion gallons annually, flushing 
over three million pounds of phos-
phorus and 500 million pounds of

sediment to the Great Lakes.  In 
2011, a particularly wet year, spring 
rains overwhelmed combined sewer 
overflow relief facilities and caused 
CSO backups into the basements of 
area residents. 

Nash, who was elected to his 
position in 2012, is working hard to 
successfully complete the region’s 
numerous stormwater management 
projects and to lead the public in 
the search for longer-term solutions, 
some of which will involve behav-
ioral changes. 

“We’re working on the issues,” 
he says. “We need to clean this up.” 

He adds: “In Michigan, we are 
surrounded by 20 percent of the 
world’s freshwater supply; we must 
be very careful how we use that water 
and what we allow to be put into it. 
Our economic, social and environ-

mental future depends on the pro-
tection of our water supply and 
recreational waters.”

 
Stormwater infrastructure

One of the major infrastructure 
projects designed for stormwater 
control in Oakland County is the 
George W. Kuhn (GWK) under-
ground retention treatment basin. 
Built in 1974 for around $30 mil-
lion, and upgraded in 2000 for $147 
million, it remains one of the larg-
est combined sewer overflow facili-
ties in the world. It is 2.2 miles long 
and can process up to 3 million gal-
lons a minute.           

Under normal conditions, the 
GWK Drainage District combined 
sewer flows to the Detroit metropol-
itan wastewater treatment plant for 
treatment. During wet weather, how-

ever, excess storm flow can be held 
in the GWK facility or treated and 
discharged to the Red Run storm-
water channel. 

Treatment consists of 16 fine 
screens (supplied by Headworks) 
and four emergency screens to 
remove large solids and rags, and 
disinfection of the overflow with 
storage of 150,000 gallons of sodium 
hypochlorite. Two auxiliary gener-
ators keep operations running in 
the event of a power outage, and 
odors are controlled by a state-of-
the-art flushing system. A fiber optic 
network allows operators to moni-
tor and control the system from a 
remote location. 

While the GWK retention basin 
is a world-class structure, it is not 

the only measure Oakland County 
is employing to control sanitary over-
flows. In Farmington Hills, four com-
munities are cooperating to build a 
new $46 million, 1.5-mile transport 
storage tunnel which will have the 
capacity to retain 3.7 million gallons 
of sanitary sewage. More sanitary 
sewage is being diverted to the Pon-
tiac wastewater treatment plant, 
which has excess capacity as the pop-
ulation there has decreased in recent 
years. In cooperation with neighbor-
ing Macomb County, an intercep-
tor that collapsed in 2009, creating 
a sinkhole, is being repaired.

 
Red Run improvements

Lastly, the OCWRC has recently 
completed improve-

A regional approach to stormwater control is the key, Oakland County 
Water Resources Commissioner Jim Nash believes. “For way too long, we 
have addressed the issue as individual drain commissions — each operating 
within its own silo,” he says. “We need to get away from that. If we can 
tackle the issue as a regional authority, we’ll be much more successful.” 

To that end, Nash and his staff are organizing a regional stormwater 
management summit this fall among the counties in the metropolitan 
Detroit area. The goal is to develop regional collaboration and a joint 
approach to mitigating stormwater damage. 

“We will bring together all our counties, communities and watersheds, 
along with state and federal agencies, to look at the stormwater problems 
we face and how a regional approach can help solve them,” Nash says. 

By working together, Nash foresees a number of benefits in addition 
to the environmental impact. “We’ll be able to achieve better bonding 
efficiencies, and pay less overall,” he notes. “We’ll be helped in a lot of 
areas if we can work together. 

“If we can do this [attack stormwater issues] as a regional authority, 
we’ll do much better than we did in the past.”

Oakland County Water

Formed early in the 20th cen-
tury, and known previously as the 
Oakland County Drain Commission-
er’s office, the OCWRC today is 
responsible for water supply, waste-
water treatment and disposal, and 
drainage systems throughout a 900- 

square-mile area that is home to 1.3 
million people. Under authority 
granted by Michigan state law and 
the Oakland County Board of Com-
missioners, the OCWRC operates 
the wastewater treatment plants for 
the communities of Novi, Walled 
Lake and Commerce, monitors lake 
levels, operates community drinking- 
water wells, deals with soil erosion, 
and manages stormwater drainage 
systems. The Commissioner’s office 
employs more than 250 people and 
manages an annual operating bud-
get of approximately $250 million.

A regional approach to stormwater control is the key, Oakland County 
Water Resources Commissioner Jim Nash believes. “For way too long, we 
have addressed the issue as individual drain commissions — each operating 
within its own silo,” he says. “We need to get away from that. If we can 
tackle the issue as a regional authority, we’ll be much more successful.” 

To that end, Nash and his staff are organizing a regional stormwater 
management summit this fall among the counties in the metropolitan 
Detroit area. The goal is to develop regional collaboration and a joint 
approach to mitigating stormwater damage. 

“We will bring together all our counties, communities and watersheds, 
along with state and federal agencies, to look at the stormwater problems 
we face and how a regional approach can help solve them,” Nash says. 

By working together, Nash foresees a number of benefits in addition 
to the environmental impact. “We’ll be able to achieve better bonding 
efficiencies, and pay less overall,” he notes. “We’ll be helped in a lot of 
areas if we can work together. 

“If we can do this [attack stormwater issues] as a regional authority, 
we’ll do much better than we did in the past.”

River Drains. Red Run, which car-
ries treated combined sewage over-
flows to the Clinton River, has 
provided stormwater relief since the 
early 1920s, when its riverbed was 
widened and deepened to enable it 
to carry more flow. It is a 3-mile-long 
open drain that has become the out-
let for a number of combined sewer 
overflows, and is often overwhelmed 
by high, fast flows during storms.  

The improvement project con-
sisted of repairs to approximately 
28 outfalls, and slope repairs at var-
ious locations using bio-engineer-
ing techniques. Engineering design 

for the project is being provided by 
the Army Corps of Engineers. The 
estimated cost of the project is over 
$5 million, covered by a grant from 
the Army Corps of Engineers. 

Nash notes that rains last spring 
caused some slippage of the rebuilt 
north bank areas between Dequin-
dre and Ryan Roads. “We are work-
ing with the Army Corps of Engineers 
to return to this area and make the 
necessary repairs.” 

The Clinton River improvements 
are being designed to recreate a 
more natural course for the water-
way, and make it more amenable to 
recreation. 

“The previous channel had issues,” 
Nash says, noting that it was essen-
tially a straight-line spillway. “The 
new channel meanders, so the flow 
can be slowed down. 

“We’re also working with the 
National Oceanic and Atmospheric 
Administration (NOAA) to make it 
more of a recreational area, with 
pathways, trails and fishing piers.” 

Nash adds that the project also 
involves a large amount of invasive 
species removal. 

“It will become more of a natu-
ral area. We feel good about what’s 
happening there.”

           
Green solutions

Despite these improvements, 
Nash and others realize that con-
trolling stormwater and preventing 
surface water pollution in southeast 
Michigan will take more than expen-

sive “gray” structures. In their minds, 
the longer-term solutions to the prob-
lem lies with “green” approaches 
and cooperation from the area’s 
water users. 

“We need to look at how we cap-
ture stormwater,” Nash says, “how 
we stop it from flowing [to the Great 
Lakes]. I’d like to see much more 
response from those who are respon-
sible for creating runoff from our 
roofs, our parking lots and our 
impermeable surfaces.”

off, and creation of swales and other measures that 
allow runoff to seep back into the ground. In the future, 
runoff could be used for graywater, he suggests. 

“The Southeast Michigan Council of Govern-
ments has performed a very good analysis of all the 
impermeable surfaces in our area,” Nash observes. 
“The study also indicated that of all the infrastruc-
ture issues we face, people felt that water and pro-
tecting water quality was most important. Some 65 
to 75 percent of the respondents said they’d be will-
ing to pay a little more to assure clean water in our 
region.” 

Nash also thinks state regulations on phospho-
rus and nitrogen need to be more strongly enforced. 
“The state needs to get together with the agricul-
tural community. We’re still using a lot of phospho-
rus [in fertilizer] even on phosphorus-rich soil. A 
lot of our communities have come to realize that 
we’re destroying our lakes with fish kills and algae 
blooms,” he says. 

He remains hopeful about the future of storm-
water control. “I get out a lot and talk with people,” 
he says, adding that people don’t like to see algae 
blooms, rivers on fire and beach closings, and when 
they do, they support clean water efforts.

“A regional approach is best,” he says. “Big gray 
infrastructure projects cost a lot of money. Low impact 
development is the long-term answer.” F

Low-impact development practices and public outreach 
enhance Orange County’s stormwater management efforts

ith 3.1 million resi-
dents and an annual 
rainfall of only about 
13 inches, the Orange 
County (Calif.) Pub-

lic Works — OC Watersheds Division 
understands stormwater manage-
ment and public education go hand 
in hand when it comes to protect-
ing local water resources. 

Covering a relatively small land 
area of less than 1,000 square miles, 
the dense urban environment has 
a high level of imperviousness, which 
makes managing stormwater runoff 
and pollution a challenge. 

Since its inception in 1990, the 
Orange County stormwater program 
has evolved considerably as data col-
lection methods have advanced, 
public education needs have changed 
and NPDES permit requirements 
have strengthened. 

“There are a lot of things that 
have changed since the beginning 
of the program, including expan-
sion of the public education program, 
advancements in data collection, 
storage and analysis tools, and in 
particular the way land is developed  
or redeveloped in Orange County,” 
says Jenna Voss, environmental re-
source specialist for OC Watersheds. 

While the U.S. EPA enforces the 
Clean Water Act requirements nation-
ally, California has a State Water 
Resources Control Board and nine 
associated regional water quality con-
trol boards to ensure compliance. 

As a municipal separate storm 
sewer system (MS4), Orange County 
must obtain and implement NPDES 
permits for the Santa Ana and San 
Diego Regional Water Quality Con-
trol Board regions. The stormwater 
program elements are developed 

collaboratively and cooperatively 
through Orange County, the Orange 
County Flood Control District and 
the 34 incorporated cities. Orange 
County will begin working on the 
permit renewal process this year as 
the current fourth-term NPDES per-
mits for the Santa Ana and San 
Diego Regions are up in May and 
December 2014, respectively.

 
Best laid plans 

Orange County relies on struc-
tured and established best manage-
ment practices (BMPs) to cost- 
effectively manage and improve the 
quality of stormwater runoff.

“If 
someone has a project of a certain 
size or that meets certain specifica-
tions, they have to utilize this model 
to put together their own project 
WQMP to address post-construction 
urban runoff and stormwater pol-
lution,” Voss says. 

Although OC Watersheds staff 
members assist with review of proj-

ect plans, each jurisdiction reviews 
the plans for projects within their 
city. “For example, if a developer 
comes to the county or one of the 
cities with a plan to expand their 
current facility, the jurisdiction staff 
will determine whether the project 
meets the qualifications for a signif-
icant redevelopment, which depends 
on requirements of the NPDES per-
mits and includes specifications like 
the construction footprint, type of 
facility and where it is located within 
a watershed,” Voss says. “If the proj-
ect meets the specifications of the 
permit, the applicant must submit 
a plan for how they’re going to 
implement BMPs to ensure that they 
are not causing impacts to the receiv-
ing waters.” 

As NPDES permit requirements 
have changed in the last few years, 
emphasis has shifted from structural 
BMPs that treated the flow from the 
site, removed pollutants and allowed 
the treated flow to continue off site,

MONITORING MAKES STRIDES

The Orange County (Calif.) Public Works — OC Watersheds 
Division stormwater management program has made great strides since 
it launched more than two decades ago. An effective flow monitoring and 
data management program complements the overarching stormwater 
efforts. A customized database puts data on the county’s network server 
giving everyone in the department access. 

“Our program is unique in that we’ve developed our own database 
for all of our data called LabTrack,” says Jenna Voss, environmental 
resource specialist for OC Watersheds. “Over time we have accumu-
lated a lot of useful data. It was built so we would have one central 
database to make data pulls simpler. You can select one data set from a 
certain day or you can look over time. It simplifies the process and it also 
has embedded in the tracking program several stages of quality assurance 
and quality control. A specific sequence of people enter and review data, 
which provides us much greater assurance to the accuracy.” 

Developed by an independent consultant, LabTrack is a water quality 
data management system, says Rita Abellar, environmental resource 
specialist at OC Watersheds. “LabTrack is used for field and laboratory 
data coordination [through log sheet, chain of custody and field-sheet 
generation], electronic data importing, quality assurance and quality 
control protocols, data analysis and report generation for regulatory 
compliance and resource management. 

“Specific functions include synchronization of field measurements 
with 400 to 500 external environmental laboratory data report 
submissions of chemistry, toxicity and biological integrity analysis data 
[producing in excess of 42,000 data points on a quarterly basis] and 
synchronization of the chemistry data with stage-discharge measure-
ments by interfacing with a Hydstra hydrologic database [KISTERS].” 

Everyone in the watershed department can use LabTrack but it’s not 
currently public, Voss says. “We’re looking into ways to make it 
accessible, but certainly people from the public couldn’t modify the 
data,” she says. 

Marrying LabTrack and Hydstra makes the data collection and monitor-
ing process streamlined. “LabTrack has been customized with the ability 
to access flow data from Hydstra so we can look at pollutant concentra-
tions, but we can also look at it from a loading perspective based on the 
flow data from Hydstra,” Voss says. “That’s largely why we connect the 
two systems. It’s also especially important for storm season tracking.”

“If 
someone has a project of a certain 
size or that meets certain specifica-
tions, they have to utilize this model 
to put together their own project 
WQMP to address post-construction 
urban runoff and stormwater pol-
lution,” Voss says. 

Although OC Watersheds staff 
members assist with review of proj-

ect plans, each jurisdiction reviews 
the plans for projects within their 
city. “For example, if a developer 
comes to the county or one of the 
cities with a plan to expand their 
current facility, the jurisdiction staff 
will determine whether the project 
meets the qualifications for a signif-
icant redevelopment, which depends 
on requirements of the NPDES per-
mits and includes specifications like 
the construction footprint, type of 
facility and where it is located within 
a watershed,” Voss says. “If the proj-
ect meets the specifications of the 
permit, the applicant must submit 
a plan for how they’re going to 
implement BMPs to ensure that they 
are not causing impacts to the receiv-
ing waters.” 

As NPDES permit requirements 
have changed in the last few years, 
emphasis has shifted from structural 
BMPs that treated the flow from the 
site, removed pollutants and allowed 
the treated flow to continue off site, 
to the use of low-impact develop-
ment (LID) BMPs that prioritize 

MONITORING MAKES STRIDES

The Orange County (Calif.) Public Works — OC Watersheds 
Division stormwater management program has made great strides since 
it launched more than two decades ago. An effective flow monitoring and 
data management program complements the overarching stormwater 
efforts. A customized database puts data on the county’s network server 
giving everyone in the department access. 

“Our program is unique in that we’ve developed our own database 
for all of our data called LabTrack,” says Jenna Voss, environmental 
resource specialist for OC Watersheds. “Over time we have accumu-
lated a lot of useful data. It was built so we would have one central 
database to make data pulls simpler. You can select one data set from a 
certain day or you can look over time. It simplifies the process and it also 
has embedded in the tracking program several stages of quality assurance 
and quality control. A specific sequence of people enter and review data, 
which provides us much greater assurance to the accuracy.” 

Developed by an independent consultant, LabTrack is a water quality 
data management system, says Rita Abellar, environmental resource 
specialist at OC Watersheds. “LabTrack is used for field and laboratory 
data coordination [through log sheet, chain of custody and field-sheet 
generation], electronic data importing, quality assurance and quality 
control protocols, data analysis and report generation for regulatory 
compliance and resource management. 

“Specific functions include synchronization of field measurements 
with 400 to 500 external environmental laboratory data report 
submissions of chemistry, toxicity and biological integrity analysis data 
[producing in excess of 42,000 data points on a quarterly basis] and 
synchronization of the chemistry data with stage-discharge measure-
ments by interfacing with a Hydstra hydrologic database [KISTERS].” 

Everyone in the watershed department can use LabTrack but it’s not 
currently public, Voss says. “We’re looking into ways to make it 
accessible, but certainly people from the public couldn’t modify the 
data,” she says. 

Marrying LabTrack and Hydstra makes the data collection and monitor-
ing process streamlined. “LabTrack has been customized with the ability 
to access flow data from Hydstra so we can look at pollutant concentra-
tions, but we can also look at it from a loading perspective based on the 
flow data from Hydstra,” Voss says. “That’s largely why we connect the 
two systems. It’s also especially important for storm season tracking.”

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organizations that do school out-
reach because we can reach more 
kids that way,” Voss says. The county 
worked with the Discovery Science 
Center to put together a workbook 
that meets the science content stan-
dards for fifth-grade curriculum. “All 
11,000 fifth-graders in that program 
will get the workbook this year.”

The success of the county’s storm-
water management program depends 
on continued learning and ensur-
ing that residents pass on the infor-
mation to future generations. One 
way to do that is by turning the stu-
dents into teachers. 

“I worked on behalf of H2OC 
with Chapman University in Orange 
to put together a program called 
the Watershed Education Ambassa-
dor Program,” Voss says. “Chapman 
wanted to connect their students to 
the issue of water and I wanted to 
expand our school outreach on a 
one-on-one basis, so we developed 
a program where the university stu-
dents would become the teachers. 
As the coordinator of H2OC, I 
trained a group of 10 Chapman stu-
dents on how to give presentations 
about water pollution prevention, 
watersheds and the water cycle using 
an Enviroscape watershed model.” 
The students-turned-teachers took 
the information they learned into 
local fifth-grade classrooms last May. 
“They did a really good job and it 
was clear that both the college and 
elementary students learned about 
pollution prevention.”

 
Measuring success 

Similar to recording water-qual-
ity data over time through monitor-
ing, H2OC has been able to track 
the success of public education pro-
gram implementation for the past 
10 years to document increases in 
stormwater awareness and willing-
ness of residents to adopt “stormwa-
ter safe” behaviors such as sweeping 
a driveway instead of using a hose. 

“We conduct biennial public 
awareness surveys that are large-scale 
scientific phone surveys,” Voss says. 
“We’ve been asking some of the 
same questions since the first sur-
vey in 2003 to document increases 
in knowledge and willingness to 
adopt BMPs.” A total of 1,500 reg-
istered voters are selected at random 
for each survey, 300 in each of the 
county’s five supervisorial districts. 

The county pairs the data gath-
ered from the surveys with informa-

tion from other regular analyses. 
“The surveys give us an indication 
of knowledge and behavior,” Voss 
says. “Over time we’ve seen incre-
mental but statistically significant 
increases in knowledge and changes 
in behavior. There is year-to-year 
variation, but it has been encourag-
ing because it seems like there’s an 
overall increase in knowledge. We’ve 
noticed that the changes in behav-
ior are really long term.” 

Smaller focused phone surveys 
offer an opportunity for Orange 
County to pinpoint specific groups 
or targeted behaviors on which to 
focus its outreach efforts. “The goal 
is to see if there is a specific group 
of people who would be perfect to 
outreach to,” Voss says. “It helps us 
identify our target audiences. We want 
to be able to see on a more localized 
level that change is taking place.” 

One of the targeted behaviors 
the county is focusing on based on 
a smaller survey is overwatering. 
“Several of those participants have 
said they were willing to provide us 
more information about their water-
ing habits over a longer period,” 
Voss says. “We want to be able to 
track them individually to see changes 
in behavior.”

Structurally sound
While educating the public on 

stormwater pollution prevention is 
vital, managing stormwater runoff and 
implementing infrastructure for new 
land development and redevelop-
ment is equally important — even with 
just 13 inch es of annual rainfall. 

And it’s evident from recent sta-
tistics that people are embracing 
new low-impact development sys-
tems. From 2011 to 2012, 9,500 acres 
of land development projects imple-
mented low-impact BMPs through-
out the county. 

A housing development along 
the Santa Ana River in Orange 
County uses a large vegetated swale 
to intercept runoff from adjacent 
streets for infiltration. By incorpo-
rating practices such as swales, devel-
opments like this lessen the impacts 
of impervious area added through 
new development and significant 
redevelopment projects as defined 
by the Model WQMP. 

Another example of stormwater 
management through the use of low-
impact development is located in 
Mission Viejo. A vegetated swale 
engineered to simulate a dry creek 
bed the majority of the year accepts 
runoff during the wet season from 

the parking lot adjacent to the city’s 
Norman P. Murray Community Cen-
ter. Rock and plant features in the 
swale slow water runoff and encour-
age infiltration on site, thereby treat-
ing parking lot runoff and preventing 
pollution from reaching nearby Oso 
Creek during small storm events. 

The county’s overall stormwater 
management program has matured 
since its inception, and with a team 
of 30, the OC Watersheds depart-
ment has been very successful in 
achieving its goals. 

“We divide and conquer,” Voss 
says. “The only way we can really 
affect change overall is to marry both 
the large-scale, structural BMPs or 
watershed management projects 
with education and individual changes 
in behavior.” F

CPP at work in Milwaukee

Concrete pressure pipe is in service around the 
country, but the Harbor Siphons project in Milwau-
kee is a particularly unique display of the product’s 
capabilities.

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This year’s Pumper & Cleaner Environmental Expo was a learn-
ing experience as well as a sales opportunity for StoneAge, 
which introduced visitors to its new line of hydroexcavation jet-
ting heads. 

“We have big visions for our hydroexcavation tools,” says Frank Ligori, 
dealer manager for StoneAge. “We researched and did our homework on 
our single- and triple-head nozzles and are introducing them today at the 
show. So far the response has been very positive.” 

The Hydro-X head is available in three models (HX-101, HX-103S, 
HX-200) for precise and accurate soil removal. Each tool delivers up to 
5,000 psi, 12 gpm flows and is jetted to match pump pressure and flow. 

“They have polished throats to get the water stream to compress bet-
ter,” he says. “We also have carbide tungsten tips inside with flow straight-
eners for a straighter, longer stream —  basically a harder-hitting stream. 
Yet, while doing all that, we kept the nozzle at a reasonable weight so your 
arms and shoulders don’t get as tired.” 

Ligori says the show visitors he 
spoke with use hydroexcavation 
primarily for digging deep wells, 
potholing and for cutting shallow 
and deep trenches. 

“There are different types of 
hydroexcavation, everything from 
rotation to fixed, from angles to 
straights and different degrees. There 
are many applications,” he says. 

Designed to direct pump power 
in one direction for maximum 
digging, both the HX-101 single-
head and HX-200 Hydro-X lance 
assembly have a replaceable single 
OCIH 1/4 NPT carbide nozzle at 
0 degrees. The HX-103S triple straight-head assembly utilizes three AP2 
Attack Tips (1/8-inch NPT). The head’s online pattern enables operators 
to jet with a wider spray pattern for faster trenching.

“We researched and did our homework on 
our single- and triple-head nozzles and are introducing them today at the 
show. So far the response has been very positive.” 

The Hydro-X head is available in three models (HX-101, HX-103S, 
HX-200) for precise and accurate soil removal. Each tool delivers up to 
5,000 psi, 12 gpm flows and is jetted to match pump pressure and flow. 

“They have polished throats to get the water stream to compress bet-
ter,” he says. “We also have carbide tungsten tips inside with flow straight-
eners for a straighter, longer stream —  basically a harder-hitting stream. 
Yet, while doing all that, we kept the nozzle at a reasonable weight so your 
arms and shoulders don’t get as tired.” 

Ligori says the show visitors he 
spoke with use hydroexcavation 
primarily for digging deep wells, 
potholing and for cutting shallow

are many applications,” he says. 
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in one direction for maximum 
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Attack Tips (1/8-inch NPT). The head’s online pattern enables operators 
to jet with a wider spray pattern for faster trenching.

“The yellow head is an indicator to see the end of the lance when 
you’re [hydroexcavating] 10 or 15 feet down,” Ligori says. “Yellow is the 
color we picked just because of easy visibility.” The head is replaced by 
removing three bolts.

In talking to what he described as serious buyers, Ligori says he stayed 
busy at the show. “It’s tough for us to gauge because we depend on sales 
through our dealers, but the people who attended the show were engaged.”

alifornia’s Lake Arrow-
head Community Ser-
vices District is located 
in the San Bernardino 
Mountains, 90 miles 

east of Los Angeles. The resort area 
is the picture of tranquility on the 
surface, but its water and wastewa-
ter infrastructure requires a constant 
effort to maintain balance, the big-
gest challenge facing the system. 

The topography of the area 
made it a perfect site for the con-
struction of a dam and the creation 
of Lake Arrowhead, which sits opti-
mally at 5,270 feet above sea level 
and provides the district with water. 
That same topography, however, has 
presented a challenge for the dis-
trict’s sewer system, which operates 
20 lift stations to cover a topogra-
phy ranging from 4,000 to 6,000 feet 
above sea level in an area covering 
only 58 square miles. About 40 per-
cent of the district’s service area slopes 
at greater than 30 percent grade. 

The ebb and flow of tourists and 
seasonal residents also results in wide 

fluctuations in demand on the system. 
Tim McIntire has lived in the area 

for 50 years and worked for the district 
for more than 28. He’s the mechan-
ical maintenance supervisor, with 
responsibility for the equipment at 
the system’s two water treatment and  
two wastewater treatment plants, lift 
stations and pumping stations. Assist-
ing him is Doug Blackburn, respon-
sible for electrical instrumentation 
maintenance and Alan Clanin, equip-
ment mechanic. 

“Those are our primary duties,” 
says McIntire. “But there are only three 
of us, so when it comes time to pull 
a pump, we all pitch in.”

The area has a colorful history 
(see sidebar), but the district is a 
fairly recent creation. It was formed 
in 1978 to purchase a privately 
owned water system serving the com-
munity of Arrowhead Woods, which 
surrounds Lake Arrowhead and also 
Deer Lodge Park.

ble,” says McIntire.  “The largest lift 
station, Grass Valley, manages an ele-
vation of 200 feet, while the smaller 
stations range from 30 to 60 feet.” 

Many of the larger lift stations 
operate under capacity, allowing for 

population growth in the commu-
nities served. Grass Valley possesses 
a capacity to run at 4,500 gpm, but 
most often runs 24 hours a day at 
600 gpm. The second biggest sta-
tion, with a capacity of 1,500 gpm, 
runs at 450 gpm for about five hours 
per day. 

The smaller lift stations operate 
on air injection, emptying tanks of 
100 gallons every time an electronic 
valve indicates the tank is full.

 
Daily personal inspections

The system’s supervisory control 
and data acquisition (SCADA) sys-

tem provides electronic monitoring, 
but the lift stations are personally 
inspected each day.

“You can bet 
that when we get a report on a prob-
lem, the lift station in question is 
located on the wrong side of the lake.” 

The biggest threat to the main 
lift stations is “ragging” — when 

hotel guests flush wet wipes that get 
stuck inside the pumps. 

“With the hotel in full operation, 
it’s a little city,” says McIntire. “The 
only solution is to pull the pumps 
and remove the fabric manually.” 

The smaller air-injection lift sta-
tions require less maintenance, with 
staff attention limited largely to chang-
ing oil in compressors and cleaning 
electrodes on the level sensors. 

The system also includes a series 
of individual homeowner lift stations 
in the tiny community of Rimforest. 

“About 15 years ago we had a 
landslide that took out several 
houses and a section of our sewer 
system,” recalls McIntire. “We lost 
gravity flow and had to decide 
whether to build a bridge and 
replace the line. Instead, we installed 
10 personal lift stations — submers-
ible pumps with 25 gpm capability. 
Even if another slide takes out more 
of the homes on the edge, the lift 
stations for the remaining homes 
will still be functional.” 

As the district continues to 
reduce its reliance on Lake Arrow-
head, and moves to greater reliance 
on groundwater and outside water 
sources, the system will necessarily 

become more complex. McIntire is 
in the process of hiring two addi-
tional maintenance staff members 
to handle that transition. 

“We’ll rely less and less on the 
lake for water,” says McIntire. “But 
we’ll find better ways to maintain 
the water and wastewater system. It’s 
all about balance.” F

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It doesn’t take a string-theory 
physicist to understand a basic 
management truth: Employ-
ees who feel they’re recog-

nized and rewarded for their work 
perform better and are more likely 
to become something that’s less 
and less common these days — 
loyal, long-term employees. 

But if this is such an obvious con-
cept, then a lot of organizations still 
are missing the proverbial boat. 
According to the latest Globoforce 
Workforce Mood Tracker report, 42 
percent of survey respondents said 
they’re looking for new positions, 
despite the poor job market. The 
second most popular reason for leav-
ing — cited by almost half of the 
respondents — was lack of recogni-
tion at work. And a whopping 82 
percent agreed that getting recog-
nition makes them feel more satis-
fied about their jobs. 

“Rewards and recognition are 
valuable tools for managers, but they 
often overlook them or don’t rec-
ognize their value,” says Carol Hacker 
(www.carolahacker.com), a nation-
ally known business consultant, 
speaker, seminar leader and author 
of 14 books, including 450 Low-Cost, 
No-Cost Strategies for Recognizing, 
Rewarding & Retaining Good People. 
“To employees, rewards and recog-
nition are comparable to oxygen — 
everybody needs it to survive. 

“If you’re not willing to reward 
and recognize people, you’d better 
look around because a lot of other 
companies already are … and your 
employees are going to jump ship 
and go to where they can find those 
things,” she adds. 

OK, so far, so good. But what 
about budget-strapped organizations, 
where cash bonuses are about as 
likely as self-cleaning, no-clog sewer 

mainlines? Well, it turns out that 
rewarding employees is similar to 
giving gifts: More often than not, it’s 
the thought that counts, not the size 
or value of the gift, Hacker notes. 

That’s not to say that giving an 
employee a 10 percent cash bonus 
will make them unhappy. But most 
employees understand that because 
of budgetary constraints, that’s not 
realistic. And cash bonuses don’t 

have what Hacker calls “trophy value” 
— something tangible they’ll always 
remember. (Free tip: Don’t even 
think about handing out company-
branded merchandise like T-shirts 
and coffee mugs.) 

In fact, some studies show that 
employees would gladly forego mon-
etary bonuses for more freedom and 
decision-making power. As such,  
delegating more responsibility to 
employees who want it, or giving 
them the power to make decisions 
about things that impact them 
directly, are both powerful motiva-
tors, Hacker says. 

When considering rewards and 
recognition, managers also must 
consider the individuals involved. 
Older Baby Boomers, for instance, 
would appreciate certain rewards 
that Gen Xers or Yers would disdain, 
and vice-versa. The bottom line: To 
make sure you’re hitting the right 
reward-and-recognition buttons, 
there’s nothing wrong with asking 
employees what rewards they find 
meaningful, she points out. 

Another thing to consider, Hacker 
suggests: Like the old adage says, 
there’s no “I” in team. As such, 
rewards for team accomplishments 
should recognize the entire team — 
take the whole group out for din-
ner or have a free lunch brought 
into the office, for instance — lest 
an individual reward provoke claims 
of favoritism from resentful col-
leagues. Afterward, managers can 
informally poll team members to see 

if there’s prevailing sentiment that 
an individual deserves some sort of 
additional recognition. 

During Hacker’s more than 20 
years of consulting, she has observed 
hundreds of clever and inexpensive 
ways that organizations use to reward 
employees. Here are some of her 
favorites: 

 
Hold an employee recognition 

day (or week). This could include a 
small surprise each day for each 
employee in your department. For 
example, Hacker says she used to 
put department vending machines 
in a break room on free vend for 24 
hours for coffee and soda. “The 
employees loved it,” she recalls. “You 
would’ve thought they’d each 
received $100. And it only cost me 
about $200.” 

Weekly or monthly privilege grab 
bags. Write down desirable privi-
leges/rewards on pieces of paper 
and have employees blindly draw 
them from a paper bag. Options 
could include leave work a half hour 

early on a Friday. Take 15 minutes 
extra for lunch. Come in 15 min-
utes after start time on a certain day. 
Get a free lunch with the boss. “As 
simple as it was, it was such an ener-
gizing thing,” Hacker says.

 
Public displays of achievement. 

Hacker says that while visiting a For-
tune 100 client years ago, she came 
across a huge tech center, filled with 
a sea of gray cubicles — and a ceil-

ing covered with streamers. Turns 
out that every time a team hit a pro-
duction goal — say, cleaned x 
amount of sewer lines in a week   — 
they got to tack up streamers to the 
ceiling and have a brief but boister-
ous celebration. “As crazy as it 
sounds … production skyrocketed,” 
she says. 

 
Build-your-own sub sandwiches 

or ice cream sundaes. To celebrate 
an achievement or the end of a busi-
ness quarter, bring in ice cream and 
toppings or buy sub-sandwich rolls 
and fixings, and have managers man 
the tables and hand out bowls, 
spoons, etc. 

 
Create an Employee Wall of 

Fame. When customers — or col-
leagues and supervisors, for that mat-
ter — submit compliments about 
employees, display them promi-
nently on a bulletin board in a high-
traffic area. 

 
Small job-well-done treats. If 

someone does a great job on a proj-
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ect or goes above and beyond the 
routine to help out a customer, pass 
out Kudos candy bars. If an employee 
comes up with a “lifesaving” idea, 
give them a necklace made out of 
Lifesavers. 

 
Head-honcho note. At the end 

of a new employee’s first week on 
the job — or if someone does some-
thing noteworthy — have the head 
of your organization send them a 
personal, hand-written thank you 
note. “I have a client where the pres-
ident of the company has sent per-
sonally written notes to hundreds 
of employees, thanking them for 
their accomplishments,” Hacker 
says. “But the note should specify 
exactly what the thank-you is for … 
that gives it a lot more power. And 
it doesn’t cost a cent.” 

 
Of course, creative managers and 

organizations can think of hundreds 

of other ways to recognize employ-
ees with rewards tailored to specific 
occasions, achievements and peo-
ple. Sometimes something as simple 
as compensatory time off for employ-
ees who’ve put in long hours on a 
grueling project will do the trick. 

But in lieu of nothing else, 
there’s always this old tried-and-true 
concept: Personally thank employ-
ees for what they’ve done. In the 
end, employees simply want to be 
treated with dignity and respect, and 
few things resonate more with 
employees than a manager or super-
visor who takes them aside and per-
sonally expresses appreciation for 
a job well done. 

“There’s no substitute for the 
words, ‘Thank you,’” Hacker notes. 
“And most employees don’t hear it 
often enough. And what does that 
take to do that? Not a whole lot.” F

Today their business is exclusively portable restrooms, serving the 
100-mile-wide Willamette Valley. They’ve got about 1,500 Satellite Industries 
units — gray Tufways and Maxims (and a few white ones for weddings, and 
green units for their University of Oregon tailgating; “quack shacks,” they call 
them after the Oregon Ducks mascot), several ADA-compliant Freedoms 
and wheelchair-accessible Liberties — an Ameri-Can Engineering Crowd 
Pleaser restroom trailer, and two smaller Comfort Station trailers from 
Advanced Containment Systems, Inc. About 50 percent of their work is 
special events, including, in 2012, the U.S. Olympic track-and-field trials.

 

Making connections

The Welds live in Sweet Home so they’ve always had the hometown 
advantage for the Jamboree and Buck’s has done it since its beginning in 
1996. They feel confident they’ll retain the work as long as they provide good 
service and a reasonable price.

 

the Main event

In the early ’90s, when Sweet Home came up with an idea to help 
fund civic projects, this little town asked a big star to perform at their first 

country music festival. Surprisingly, Wynonna Judd said yes and the festival 
has attracted top talent ever since. In 2012, the 9,000 residents welcomed 
40,000 visitors August 3-5, most of whom camped out. Judd was back to help 
celebrate the Jamboree’s 20th anniversary, along with Rascal Flatts, Dierks 
Bentley, the Charlie Daniels Band, and enough performers for 22 shows on 
two stages. Other attractions included beer and wine gardens, merchandise 
booths and a kids’ zone. The event is held in a no-facilities, 20-acre park-like 
setting near the edge of the picturesque town.

 

By the nuMBers

The company brought in 265 units (20 Maxims, 10 Freedoms, 20 
Liberties, one Standing Room Only urinal unit, and the balance Tufways), 
three restroom trailers, and 73 hand-wash stations (half Satellite Industries 
Waves from the company’s inventory, the rest PolyPortables, Inc. Tag Alongs 
rented from a colleague).

Some 115 units, including five handicap-accessible, were set up at the 
main venue — a few at bus stops, the hospitality center, and parking lots, 
but the bulk in large banks, along with six to eight hand-wash stations, were 
placed at the four corners of the facility. The crew placed the ACSI trailers 
near the stage for the performers and the Ameri-Can Engineering trailer in 
the food court/beer garden, along with the urinal unit.

Thirty units and six hand-wash stations were arranged in two banks 
at a smaller, adjacent venue. The rest of the inventory was taken to 23 
campgrounds. Thirteen units were rented to individual campsites.

Lisa and Scott Weld, owners of Buck’s 
Sanitary Service in Eugene, Ore., have a 
staff  of 10 — an offi  ce worker, yard worker, 
part-time mechanic and seven drivers. 
Lisa works in the offi  ce answering phones 
and managing the creative and marketing 
side while Scott fi lls in on everything 
from management to running routes to 
maintenance. Five people worked on the 
Oregon Jamboree along with the Welds 
and their three children, Maren, 9; Milah, 
13; and Sten, 17; who are accustomed to 
helping out at events.

 

coMpany history

In April 2012, Lisa and Scott Weld 
bought Buck’s — for the second time. Th eir 
fi rst crack at it was in 1995 when Scott’s 
father heard the 20 -year-old business was 
having problems. Th e family made an off er 
to the founder and operated it for four 
years as an add-on to their trash and septic 
service business. In 1999, when Weld’s 
father retired, they sold it to a national 
solid waste company. Weld went to work 
for that company, then 10 years later tried 
his hand again at self-employment in the 
trash business. A few challenges cropped 
up, but they turned out to be fortuitous, 
says Lisa Weld.

 Let’s roLL

Eight times, Sunday through Wednesday, a caravan of three trailers 
made the hour-long drive up Interstate 5 from the company’s yard to the 
Jamboree site to deliver units. Two of their 15-year-old company-built 
trailers held 16 units each and a third trailer carried 20 (also company-built, 
using an Explorer receiver from McKee Technologies, Inc.). The company 
used service vehicles to pull the trailers.

Weld tried a new approach for the removal process. Sunday night 
and continuing Monday, the team pumped and moved all units to a single 
staging area, which he felt simplified the job. “It’s easier to send a driver to 
pick up toilets if they’re all in one spot,” he explains. “I probably spent a little 
bit extra labor, but at least you don’t have to send somebody with a map to 
go to this campground, get these six, go to another campground, get these 
eight. Then you start leaving sinks behind and the (handicap unit) doesn’t 
fit. It’s just a logistics nightmare trying to get the loads to work out.” During 
the week, they grabbed units as schedules permitted.

 

keepin’ it cLean

Jamboree organizers required someone be on site and available by 
radio at all times so Weld, his son and another member of the team stayed in 
a motor home at one of the campgrounds.

Venue units were serviced each night from 11 p.m. to 2 a.m. At 6:30 
a.m. they started in on the campground units, finishing around 9:30 a.m. 
During the day, they pumped out 20 RVs and 19 holding tanks — 10 at the 
two shower facilities and the balance for the food vendors.

Five service vehicles were used: A 2010 Peterbilt 335 and a 2008 
International 4300, both built out by Progress Vactruck with 1,500-gallon 
waste/500-gallon freshwater aluminum tanks; a 2001 Isuzu FTR from 
Workmate/FMI Truck Sales & Service with an 850-gallon waste/350-gallon 
freshwater steel tank; and two 2000 International 4700s built out by Lely 
Manufacturing Inc. with 750-gallon waste/350-gallon freshwater steel tanks. 
All have Masport pumps.

Waste was transported to the company’s yard each night and transferred 
to a 20,000-gallon tank. From there, another pumping contractor picked up 
the waste and disposed of it by land application.

 

saMe But different

In one sense, Weld was an old pro at this event, so it was “pretty much 
business as usual,” he says. On the other hand, the size and scope had 
changed significantly over the years — their first year, they brought in 60 
units for one venue and four campgrounds. “That was the most difficult 
thing for me,” he says. “So I had to get my act together.” He quickly got his 
arms around it. “You’ve got to just scratch your head and kick it in gear and 
go. We didn’t stop moving all weekend.” ■

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he County of Kauai 
Department of Water, 
charged with the task 
of supplying water 
across the island of 

Kauai, Hawaii, is working to unify 
and modernize its water system 
under its comprehensive Water Plan 
2020. The plan, devised in 2000, 
aims to upgrade aging water infra-
structure, unite separate water sys-
tems and ensure an abundant supply 
of quality water for the future on 
fi rm fi nancial footing. 

The department currently oper-
ates 11 unconnected water systems 
ranging from Haena in the north 
to Kekaha in the south. While the 
island covers more than 560 square 
miles, the water distribution system 
covers 68 square miles, primarily 
along the island’s coast. 

The department monitors, oper-
ates and maintains 50 deep well 
pumping stations, 19 booster pump-
ing stations, four tunnel sources, 58 
storage tanks, 75 control valve sta-
tions and over 400 miles of pipeline 

serving approximately 66,000 resi-
dents. All department revenues are 
derived from water sales.

 
Unique supply challenges

“The island has unique chal-

ing 455 inches annually. This is also 
the oldest of the main Hawaiian 
islands and the most eroded. Fresh 
rock is more permeable, but old 
rock doesn’t offer good geology for 
wells, so we still need to practice 
water conservation despite the heavy 
rainfall in parts of the island. Our 
water supply relies 85 percent on 
groundwater and 15 percent on sur-
face water.” 

Water is pumped into storage 
tanks, then transmitted through a 
pipe system ranging from 3/4 inches 

in diameter for those lines serving 
just a few customers on isolated 
routes to 24-inch mains. The distri-
bution system is comprised of every-
thing from galvanized steel to 
asbestos cement, cast iron, ductile 
iron, concrete cylinder and PVC. 
Pipes range in age from brand new 
up to 90 years old. 

A thorough survey of the system 
conducted in the late 1990s revealed 
defi ciencies in pipe condition, along 
with concerns about system capacity, 
water supply levels, storage capacity 

and the fi nancial needs of the system. 
The survey rated the condition 

of the overall system as poor, not-
ing the deterioration of pipelines 
and mapping a series of vulnerable 
mainlines located in remote areas 
with poor access that impeded repair 
and maintenance. 

That study preceded Water Plan 
2020, a thorough roadmap to revi-
talizing the water system. 

“I was the director at the Maui 
Water Board at the time that Water 
Plan 2020 was being developed,” says 
David Craddick, current manager and 
chief engineer at Kauai. “I watched 
with some amazement at the number 
of community meetings that were 
held by manager Ernest Lau at the 
time. The community was heavily 
involved in developing the plan, and 
that’s why the plan has been imple-
mented without much further 
debate in fi nancing the projects.” 

To date, $125 million of a pro-
posed $600 million has been spent 
on the program with the department 
making good progress on its con-
struction schedule. 

Current work involves a continu-
ing emphasis on replacing pipelines. 

“Each of the old pipe materials 
continues to display its own weak-
ness,” notes Eddy. “We’re seeing fail-
ures in the joints and rubber gaskets 
of asbestos cement pipe that have 
caused us a lot of trouble. Cast iron 
lines become brittle and are subject 
to full circle cracks, often due to 
tree roots or ground shifts. PVC 
reaching the end of its service life 
is subject to lateral cracks, particu-
larly the thinner material installed 
decades ago.”

Mains buried deeper

The Kauai team is now burying 
new mains deeper than in the past. 
“Some of the older pipes were bur-
ied less than 3 feet deep, and we’re 

now adding 3 feet of cover to the 
top of the pipe,” Eddy says. “We’re 
enforcing the new standard to see 
if it has an effect on breakage.” 

Sections of older pipelines are 
also being aligned with public roads 
as they are replaced. “From the 
1920s to the 1950s, they were typi-
cally aligned along the shortest 
route, which caused them to be 
installed through pastures, forests
